Glue Batik~

As you may have heard, this year we are adding a very special “category” to our Annual Tricky
Tray. Along with the help of Mrs. Sopira and Mrs. Crowell each class will be creating a piece of
Art Work to be raffled off on April 9, 2010 at our Tricky Tray.

Over the past several months your children have been working on fall glue batik. Batik is a
method of applying designs onto material with wax and then dyeing the fabric. It is based on the
principle that water and wax repel. Mrs. Sopira introduced the lesson to the children explaining
the art of batik. To make the project child friendly, Elmer’s glue and acrylic paint were used. A fall
scene was drawn on a piece of muslin. The children began using the glue bottle like a pen filling
in the trunk and branches of the trees, at times using their fingers to spread. Once the glue was
dry the painting started. The muslin was sprayed with water and paint diluted to create more of a
dye effect. Each child took their turn dabbing the colors onto the muslin with a sponge. As the
paint was applied each section needed to dry before layering another color. It was a long
process and after weeks of painting the children began to question if it was going to work. But,
after all the paint was applied it was time for the piece to be washed to remove all the glue. The
outcome was fantastic! All the trees remained the muslin color and the layers of color all came
through and looked amazing!

The finished piece now hangs in the school’'s main hallway. Please stop in and see what a
fantastic masterpiece your children created.
